1. Install the 3/4” (A) and 1” (B) Carriage Bolts as shown in
Figure 2. “Figure 2" Carriage Bolt Install

2. Place your KFI Winch into position as shown in Figure 3.
Winch must be in this position so that the cable runs between
the spool and the mounting surface.

Note: It is beneficial to let out about a foot of cable to make
feeding the cable through your roller fairlead easier.

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3. Loosely install the front M8 x 35mm Bolts (C) and winch
spacers (D) as shown in Fig. 4.1. Then swing the spacers in
(Fig. 4.2) and install the rear M8 x 35mm winch bolts (E)
as shown in Fig. 4.3.

Note: The KFI winch requires all 4 spacers. It is beneficial
at this point to let out about a foot of cable to make feeding
the cable through your roller fairlead easier.

4. [Install the blue and yellow power wires to your winch
motor leads as shown in your winch manual.

5. Place the Winch Guard and Roller Fairlead over the winch
and mount assembly. Secure the upper portion of the Winch
Guard and Fairlead Bracket using the 3/8” Nylock Nuts
(Fig. 5.1 G). Secure the lower portion of the Winch Guard
using the 3/8” Flanged Nylock Nuts (Fig. 5.2 F).
